The International Federation of Surveyors (FIG) Congress
2014 was held on 16-21 June in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia.
Over 2,500 participants from almost 100 countries attended
the event. There were around 550 presentations on
various aspects of land surveying, geospatial information
management, cadastre and land administration, satellite
positioning, valuation standards, etc. The Prime Minister
of Malaysia, the Honourable Dato’ Sri Mohd Najib bin Tun
Haji Abdul Razak, officiated the opening ceremony. He
said, “Politicians and governments can do more to embrace
the revolution in geospatial data gathering and analysis.
Surveyors produce some of the most important data. We
should work to improve spatial data infrastructure and
implement polices to ensure that spatial data is reliable and
accessible for re-use.” During the Congress, a declaration
was adopted to urge representatives of each member state
to support the draft resolution on the Global Geodetic
Reference Frame for Sustainable Development, which will
be submitted to the 2013-14 session of the United Nations
General Assembly for approval. |, Sr Edward Au, and Sr Dr
Conrad Tang attended the FIG Congress on behalf of the
HKIS, participated in its discussion forums, and presented
papers.

The government briefed members of the LegCo Panel, on 16
July, on the Implementation Framework of the Pilot Scheme
for Arbitration on Land Premium, which aims to facilitate
early agreement over land premium payable by arbitration
with a view to speed up the supply of land and housing.
The Institute reviewed the implementation arrangement
put forward by the government and was delighted that the
views it had submitted were included in the pilot scheme,
particularly the scope of arbitration, the composition of
the Arbitral Tribunal, the requirements of professional
surveyors who serve in the Tribunal, the date of valuation,
the arbitration timeframe, and the arbitration award. The
Institute is in the process of preparing a list of professional
surveyors with experience in valuation and land matters for
possible service in the Arbitral Tribunal.

The Institute held a meeting with the Development Bureau
on 3 July to discuss the Institute’s ideas on how to improve
cost management in infrastructure projects. We proposed
that infrastructure works projects should adopt the cost



management organisation structure of building works
projects, in which the cost control role is assumed by an
independent cost consultant.

The first HKIS GPD Valuation Conference was held on 28
June. Its theme was Valuation Practices in Hong Kong. The
conference offered a valuable platform for participants to
exchange views and explore opportunities to keep Hong
Kong's valuation practices abreast of the latest market trends
and international standards. Over 200 participants attended
the Conference.

The HKIS Diploma Presentation Ceremony was held on 27
June. This was the second diploma presentation conducted
this year. Eighty-two members received their diplomas during
this session. | want to extend my congratulations to our
new members and those who obtained their Fellow Member
qualifications. | encourage them to actively participate in the
Institute’s activities and bring in new ideas for the continued
development of the profession.

AN EMPIRICAL STUDY OF THE IMPACT
OF APPLICATION LIST SYSTEM AND

ANTI-SPECULATION MEASURES ON
HOUSING PRICES AND HOUSING SUPPLY
IN HONG KONG

Top Award (PDD) ¢ Awardee : Fung Wai Ling

The launch of the Application List System was blamed for
high housing prices and the decreased number of housing
units, although the government claimed that it would
allow the market to decide on the timing, amount, and
type of additional land required to meet market demand.
Meanwhile, speculators were blamed for causing high
housing prices, thereby rendering housing unaffordable
to the general public. Anti-speculative measures were,
therefore, relied on during times of surging property prices.
Yet, whether or not these two measures really achieved their
goals is a question worth asking, as government intervention,
more often than not, destroys the free flow of information
and causes market mismatches. This dissertation vigorously
investigated the effectiveness and unprecedented impact of
the Application List System and anti-speculative measures
by increasing transaction costs in attempts to stabilise the
market.

The empirical results suggested that the Application List
System reduced housing supply even when there was an
increase in housing demand. Thus, the original purpose of
reflecting market conditions and meeting market demand
was not achieved. Yet, it did not have a direct positive
impact on housing prices. After its launch, housing prices
decreased instead of increased, proving that the blame
placed on the launch for pushing up property price was
erroneous. The use of the System also reduced the effect
of housing supply on housing prices: when housing supply
decreased, the market anticipated developers to be more
aggressive in their land applications, thereby resulting in
more housing supply in the future and counteracting the

immediate negative impact of housing supply on housing
prices. Housing prices increased less after a decline in the
housing supply due to the introduction of the Application
List System.

It was also confirmed that anti-speculative measures had
no impact on housing prices and supply, since speculation
was an effect, not a cause, of increased housing prices.
Eliminating short term speculation does not affect the
market fundamentals that affect developers’ decisions on
housing supply. Similar logic also applies to housing prices.
Ironically, increased transaction costs reduced the market's
short term responsiveness to changing demand. Thus,
anti-speculative measures further intensified the impact
of demand-side variables on housing prices such as the
negative impact of real interest rates and the positive impact
of average household income on housing prices, which
rendered housing prices even more volatile.

In view of these findings, both policies did not serve their
original purposes and should be abandoned.

Adaptive Reuse - An Approach towards

Property development in Hong Kong has always resulted
in tradeoffs for environmental conservation and heritage
preservation purposes. Construction, redevelopment, land
reclamation, etc., unavoidably entail negative impacts on the
environment. Development projects involving the demolition
of historic buildings further impair the social and cultural
value of a community. It is, therefore, crucial to achieve a
more sustainable property development policy to strike a
balance between development and conservation.

The aim of this dissertation was to evaluate if the
adaptive reuse of functionally redundant buildings,
such as the revitalisation of historic buildings and the
wholesale conversion of industrial buildings, contributed
to sustainability. It was vital to identify major attributes
of existing buildings that affected their suitability for
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preservation and adaptive reuse. Interviews with three
professionals were conducted and three case studies — the
Former Royal Air Force Station (Kai Tak), the Jockey Club
Creative Arts Centre (JCCAC), and Lui Seng Chun — were

used for analysis.

When a building’s functional life ends, three broad decisions
could be made: (a) long term preservation; (b) short term
retention; or (c) redevelopment/ immediate disposal. The
major criteria for the eventual decision are: (i) historic and
architectural value; (i) potential functional value; (iii) ease
in modifying the building to meet the current statutory
requirements; and (iv) the building’s condition before
adaptation.

Historic and architectural value is the main criterion for
preservation. It is financially unwise to preserve every
old building. Only buildings of historic and architectural
significance are worth preserving in the long term. They
should bear a potential functional value (i.e., their potential

to be converted for other uses of value). Buildings that do

not carry historic value (e.g. JCCAC) may also be retained
in the short term if their existing structures and layouts can
be utilised after adaptation. Yet, these may be subject to
demolition in the future. These two criteria explain the
incentive to preserve and retain buildings. The other two
criteria relate to the feasibility of adaptive reuse. Together,
these four criteria act as points of reference for any
preliminary decision on an adaptive reuse project.

The case study analysis suggested that adaptive reuse projects
by NPOs contributed to sustainability by simultaneously
achieving economic development, social development, and
environmental conservation, as well as reconciling between
development and conservation. However, each project’s
degree of contribution towards sustainability varied. The
key factor in the differences was the project’s influence,
which depended on the degree of community engagement.
In conclusion, the adaptive reuse of a building satisfies the
above four attributes because it involves a high degree
of community engagement and is a sustainable property
development option.

Supplement to the Code of Measuring Practice
issued on 1 July 2014

A new Supplement to the Code of Measuring Practice has taken effect on 1 July 2014.

This supersedes the Supplement issued on 22 November 2012. The Supplement should be read in
conjunction with the Code of Measuring Practice published by The Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors
in March 1999 (“the Code"”) and shall form part of the Code. Should there be any inconsistencies
between this Supplement and the Code, this Supplement shall prevail.

The Mainland Affairs Committee was formed to consolidate
each Division's requests on CEPA-related issues before raising
them to the relevant Hong Kong and Mainland government
bodies or officials and to push each Division to establish and
maintain close dialogue with its Mainland counterpart.

The theme of this year’s
Congress was “Engaging the Challenges — Enhancing the
Relevance”. It addressed the key developments in the Global
Geodetic Reference Frame, Global Geospatial Information
Management and “Fit-for-Purpose” Land Administration.

The Congress attracted over 2500 participants from almost
100 countries. Internationally recognized practitioners and
academics from the land surveying, land administration, land
and real property appraisal, spatial sciences, planning and
development, positioning and measurement, engineering
surveying, hydrography, environmental protection and cost
management fields were in attendance.

The Congress offered around 550 presentations in the form
of forums and plenary sessions to address the challenges
faced by surveyors. It concentrated on the subject of new
technologies for protecting the environment and effective
land management. The plenary sessions addressed the
challenges of undernourishment, shelter, climate change and
economic progress, in all of which surveyors have key roles
to play.

Director Generals Forum

The HKIS President, Sr Simon Kwok, and Vice President,
Sr Edward Au, attended the FIG Director Generals Forum,
which was for chief executives of the national land
administration / mapping agencies to address the challenges
and opportunities in mapping, cadastre, valuation, planning
and land administration. The Forum explored the approaches
to safeguarding land and property rights; and improving land
governance and efficiency.

The Cadastre and Land Administration Models

HKIS Land Surveying Division Council Member Sr Dr. Conrad
Tang delivered a talk during the technical session on the
Cadastre and Land Administration Models. His presentation
was on the Multi-criteria Performance Assessment Model for
Cadastral Survey Systems. He contended that while cadastral
systems vary by legal and administrative background, an
assessment of any cadastral survey system and a comparison
of the systems can be done through assessing major criteria
in its performance. In his research, Sr Tang proposes four
criteria - accuracy, cost, security and service, and there are
two sub-criteria for each criterion. An on-line questionnaire
on the Performance Assessment Model for Cadastral Survey
Systems will be put forward during the FIG Commission 7
(Cadastre and Land Management) Annual Meeting, which
will be held in Quebec in October 2014. From a user'’s
perspective, the performance of Hong Kong's cadastral
survey system may be comparable to that of Singapore.

Urban Renewal

Sr Edward AU delivered a talk during the Planning and
Development technical session. He presented a paper
on Urban Renewal — A Case Study in Hong Kong. In his
presentation Sr Edward AU outlined the planning and land
use aspect of the Kwun Tong Town Centre redevelopment

project in Hong Kong. He gave an overall view of this mega
urban renewal project and highlighted its key issues.

The redevelopment project is one of the biggest urban
renewal and redevelopment projects in Hong Kong.
Occupying a site area of 570,000 square feet, this multi-
billion-dollar project will be the largest single project
undertaken by the Urban Renewal Authority and affects
about 1,653 property interests, 500 shops and licenced
hawkers, and 5,000 people. Most of the buildings in the
area were built during the 1960s, although 24 buildings
were well over 40 years old and quite dilapidated. Back-
lane hawker stalls and temporary structures posed serious
hygienic and safety problems, with poor sanitary conditions
contributing to a hazardous living environment. The project
plans included residential and commercial developments,
leisure and recreational amenities, various community
facilities, a public transport interchange, Government offices,
and medical clinics. A landmark building will be erected in
the redevelopment area once the redevelopment project is
complete.

The implementation of the project has faced many
challenges. Taking proper care of all its stakeholders and
handling their re-housing arrangements are substantial and
difficult tasks. Because of the unprecedented scale of the
project, the very large number of property interests involved,
and the need to ensure that the compensation paid to those
affected closely reflect market prices, project administrators
have appointed independent surveyors to determine the
offer prices for these properties. They are required to take
into account both current market conditions and the URA’s
established compensation policies.

As the project covers a large area, the URA needs to
consider factors such as the appropriate density of the re-
development, building heights, and the transport facilities
required, while still preserving important original local
features. Another goal is to meet the needs of the grassroots
local population by retaining some low cost residential flats
and shops in the town centre. With a total development cost
of over $30 billion, this project is one of the most challenging
urban renewal project.

Sr Edward Au delivered the talk on urban renewal in Hong Kong
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Declaration on the Global Geodetic Reference
Frame for Submission to the United Nations
General Assembly for Approval

During the Technical Sessions on the Global Geodetic
Reference Frame, a joint Declaration was adopted by the
FIG and the United Nations Global Geospatial Information
Management for Asia and the Pacific Executive Board. It
recognized the growing need for an accurate and stable
Global Geodetic Reference Frame to support, inter alia,
earth observations, including sea level and climate change
monitoring, natural hazard and disaster management and
a wide range of other activities in public and private sectors
throughout the world, that contribute to social progress,
environmental sustainability and economic development.

The Declaration urged the representatives of the member
states to support the draft resolution on the Global Geodetic
Reference Frame for Sustainable Development. It will be
submitted to the 2013-14 session of the United Nations
General Assembly for approval.

CPD on High Speed Trackwork Design
and Construction

Reported by Sr Tony Hon

The CPD seminar on High Speed Trackwork Design and
Construction was held successfully on 25 July 2014. We
had the honour of inviting Ir Eric KW Li, Senior Construction
Engineer (Trackwork) of the MTR Corporation, to enlighten
us on the design principles for high speed track construction
projects. The seminar was very informative and attracted over
57 participants.

Ir Li introduced the differences between the high speed rail
and Mass Transit Railway systems. A rail system’s trains should
have a minimum speed of at least 200 km/h in order for it
to be considered a high speed network. Due to such high
operating speeds, there are special requirements for a high
speed network’s alignment and tolerances in its trackform
construction. Ir Li also explained the characteristics of the
different trackforms and the workflow of quality checks
during the construction of a high speed network. Throughout
the seminar, the attendees gained a better understanding of
the methods of trackform construction, the subsequent tests,
and the commissioning requirements of a high speed rail
construction project.
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CPD Seminar on “Unmanned Aerial
Vehicles, the Herald of the Fourth
Industrial Revolution?”

The CPD seminar on “Unmanned Aerial Vehicles, the Herald of
the Fourth Industrial Revolution?” was successfully held on 11
July 2014. Our honourable guest speaker, Sr Tommy Au Chi-
ho, Land Surveyor from the government’s Lands Department,
introduced the latest developments in aerial photogrammetry
technology through the use of unmanned aerial vehicles
(UAVs). Over 80 participants attended this CPD, including
guests from the Hong Kong Institution of Engineers, the Hong
Kong Institute of Landscape Architects, and the Hong Kong
Design Institute.

Sr Au shared with us the historical background of and working
principle behind aerial photogrammetry and the development
of UAV technology. By applying global positioning system
(GPS) technology, an inertial measuring system (IMS), and a
metric camera on a UAV, it could capture images that can be
used for 3D modelling and photo interpretation of geometrical
and qualitative evaluations. Such technology can be employed
in different areas such as mapping, structural modelling,
urban planning, site reconnaissance, heritage preservation,
emergency surveying, etc. During this seminar, the participants
gained a better understanding of aerial photogrammetry
technology via UAVs and its potential developments in the
future.
