Competition Organising Committee Chairman

The HKIS organised the “Beyond Your Campus” Competition 2021-2022, with the aim
of unleashing the creativity of the younger generation and arouse their interest in the
surveying profession. The competition successfully attracted about 160 participants from
28 secondary schools and formed 51 participating teams.

Looking back at the entire competition, despite the severe epidemic, our determination
to organise the competition was not hindered. We also formulated a series of epidemic
prevention measures to ensure safety, such as changing some workshops to online. The
HKIS successfully held seven workshops for the contestants from March to May in 2022
to familiarise themselves with the work scope of surveyors, such as taking students on
field trips to visit revitalisation and green projects, teaching them to build their own air
conditioner, etc. Many participating students and teachers showed their appreciation
towards the workshop arrangement and expressed that they had benefited from them a lot.

The theme of this competition is no longer limited to Tsim Sha Tsui, Wan Chai, or other
districts in Hong Kong, but instead focuses on campuses and surrounding communities
that students are most familiar with. We also added a mentor system to enhance interaction
between surveyors and students, and provide guidance for students to complete their work,
S0 that they can truly understand the work scope of surveyors.

We are impressed by the performance of the contestants and their works were ingenious.
For example, there were 3D models and multimedia work, and even presentation design
and web pages. The unlimited creativity of secondary school students is truly amazing and
admirable. We sincerely hope that this was only the beginning and they would turn their
works and ideas into reality in the future and help build an ideal Hong Kong in their eyes.
