This year has been fruitful for the Institute as we have achieved a lot on various major tasks especially on
paving ways for more opportunities for members internationally and attracting more new blood into the
industry.

Nurturing the Youth

Riding on previous success, the “Create Your District” Competition was organised again this year to provide
opportunities for secondary school students to gain a better understanding of the role of surveyors in all
aspects of the land and property development process, as well as inspiring them to unleash their creativity to
develop their ideal future cityscapes in Wan Chai District. The workshops and guided tours for the students
and public received overwhelming response. We were glad to receive encouraging feedback and impressive
submissions from the students.

We have maximised the engagement with and outreach to schools and public to the next level by arranging a
mobile truck exhibition all over Hong Kong, and organising an exhibition on Lee Tung Avenue to showcase the
winning entries of the “Create Your District” Competition and the roles of the HKIS. To enhance engagement
with the public through social media, a mosaic wall formed by some 1,500 photos taken during the campaign
period by the public and HKIS' past events was put up to celebrate the success of the programme and
embark on the commencement of the 35th anniversary of the Institute. The competition proved to be a very
successful and interactive event that attracted a wide-range of media publicity.

One of my missions this year is to mentor our future surveyors. The HKIS launched its first-ever mentorship
programme with the full support of full-time surveying students of University of Hong Kong, The Hong Kong
Polytechnic University, City University of Hong Kong and Technological and Higher Education Institute of
Hong Kong (THEI) as mentees and HKIS Corporate Members as mentors. | am delighted to see the active
engagement of the mentees in HKIS activities and hope that the programme encourages them to consider
surveying as their ultimate career.

Public Policy Participation

The Institute has been active in providing feedback to the Government in relation to policies and legislation
that are related to the built environment. To name a few, the HKIS have voiced out its views by holding joint
press conferences with other professional institutes and submitting formal submissions to the government
on the policy address, budget, consultation on land supply, suggestion of pre-acquisition survey for second-
hand domestic flat, the Yuen Long footbridge project, loading & unloading & car parking requirements for
private non-residential developments in the Kowloon East Area, regulation of unmanned aircraft systems in
Hong Kong and upgrade fire safety of old industrial buildings. Constant communications have been made with
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the Legislative Councillor representing the surveying industry to reflect our concerns over issues affecting our
members and the industry as a whole.

Facilitating HKIS Development in Greater China and the Belt and Road Countries

Frequent visits to the Greater Bay Area have been made to steer partnerships with different professional
organisations in China for potential cooperation under the Belt and Road Initiative. Our delegates have visited
various cities and attended events including the Seminar on Strategies and Opportunities under the Belt and
Road Initiative in Beijing led by Chief Executive, The Honourable Mrs Carrie Lam Cheng Yuet Ngor, GBM, GBS
and the Mainland and Hong Kong Construction Industry Forum organised by Ministry of Housing and Urban-
Rural Development, the Guizhou Provincial People’s Government and the Development Bureau in Guiyang.
Delegation also visited cities of Greater Bay Area including Qingyuan, Dongguan, Huizhou and Shenzhen, and
joined the first-ever Study Tour organised by the HKIA, HKIS, HKIP and HKILA to Heyuan, Huizhou. Delegates
met with different government and professional bodies related to the surveying profession and explored
opportunities for cooperation.

The HKIS Land Surveying Division unprecedentedly acquired a Professional Services Advancement Support
Scheme funding by the HKSAR government for a 24-month project with a theme to promote land surveying
technological services in the mainland China, Pakistan, Kazakhstan and Sri Lanka from 1 April 2018 onward
to increase the exchanges and co-operation of Hong Kong’s professional services with their counterparts in
external markets.

Mainland and International Cooperation

This year proves to be a productive year for mainland and international cooperation. The HKIS has rekindled
with the Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors for mutual recognition of membership for valuation
professionals of the two organisations; engaged in the third round of mutual recognition with China
Engineering Cost Association (CECA) and the China Institute of Real Estate Appraisers and Agents (CIREA);
renewed the Cooperative Agreement with the Association for the Advancement of Cost Engineering (AACE
International); signed a few Memorandum of Understandings (MOU) including that between the China
Association of Engineering Consultants and Building Surveying Division and Quantity Surveying Division,
between the Guangdong City Planning Association and Planning and Development Division (PDD), between
the Singapore Institute of Planners and PDD, and with Shanghai Construction Consultants Association.

We are proud of our achievements so far and will continue to maintain our international and regional presence;
strengthen connections with our international counterparts, and uphold our professional standards to maintain
and strengthen the status of surveyors in Hong Kong.

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Introduction of the HKIS

The Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors (‘HKIS’ or ‘the Institute’) was founded in April 1984 and had 85
founding members. The Institute was statutorily incorporated by virtue of the Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors
Ordinance in January 1990 (Cap. 1148). In July 1991, the Surveyors Registration Ordinance (Cap. 417) was
passed and a Registration Board was set up to administer the registration of surveyors.

The Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors is the only professional organisation representing the surveying
profession in Hong Kong. The HKIS' work includes setting standards for professional services and
performance, establishing codes of ethics, determining requirements for admission as professional surveyors,
and encouraging members to upgrade skills through continuing professional development.

HKIS has an important consultative role in government policy making and on issues affecting the profession.
We have advised the government on issues such as unauthorised building works, building safety campaign,
problems of property management, town planning and development strategies, construction quality and
housing problems. We are working on amendments to standard forms of building contract and have issued
guidance notes on floor area measurement methods.

The HKIS membership has now grown to over 10,000. As of 19 October 2018, the number of members
reached 10,217 including 6,782 Corporate Members consisting Fellows and Members — distinguished by
the initials FHKIS and MHKIS; 77 Associate Members — distinguished by the initials AMHKIS; and 3,358
probationers and student members.

To qualify as a Corporate Member of the Institute, surveyors must possess a recognised academic
qualification; complete supervised professional training within strict guidelines for a minimum period of 24
months, followed by an Assessment of Professional Competence (APC).

The title “Surveyor” embraces a number of disciplines involved with land and its development with land and
buildings, covering an extremely wide scope. Some surveyors work in private practices and others may work
for a landowner, developer, building contractor or government departments and related bodies.

The Institute consists of six divisions and one Young Surveyors Group:

o General Practice Division

o Land Surveying Division

° Planning and Development Division

° Property and Facility Management Division
o Quantity Surveying Division

A land surveyor measures and records the shape and position of the land, defines the boundary and sets out
the legal boundaries of the sites. A general practice surveyor advises on the best use of the land, assesses
the feasibility and viability of the proposed development project as well as the valuation, marketing, sale,
leasing and management of completed developments. A planning and development surveyor further advises
on the possible change of zoning, the likely environmental impacts and makes suggestions on preliminary
development contents. A quantity surveyor is concerned with the building contractual arrangements and cost
control, and will evaluate the likely cost of the development project and advise on the most suitable kind of
contract for the project. A building surveyor is involved in the project management of building development
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proposal, holistic maintenance management of building and overall control of private buildings under relevant
legislation. A property and facility management surveyor provides a comprehensive range of services in real
estate management.

The Institute has established and continues to expand its presence in the international scene through
participation in various international platforms as well as reciprocity relationships with other national surveying
bodies and through membership in relevant world bodies and international organisations to maintain its
professional edge at international level. The Institute is one of the three founding members, apart from the
Singapore Institute of Surveyors and the Institution of Surveyors, Malaysia, of the Surveyors’ Alliance Asia
which was inaugurated in November 2004.
